FEMALE PILOTS TO CELEBRATE
CENTENNIAL BY "PAYING IT
FORWARD"

Around the world, women plan to
celebrate the 100th anniversary of the
first time a woman earned a pilot
certificate by taking a woman or girl for
her first flight in a general-aviation
aircraft during the week of March 6 to
12. Raymonde De Laroche, a French
balloonist, learned to fly a fixed-wing
aircraft and was the first woman to
receive a pilot certificate, on March 8,
1910. So far, pilots from the U.S.,
France, Spain, Mongolia, and many other
countries have signed up to participate in
what they hope will be a world-record-
setting event. The Ninety-Nines, Women
in Aviation International, the
International Society of Woman Airline
Pilots, EAA, and other groups have
signed on to help with the effort.
"Nothing can inspire a woman to learn to
fly more than meeting a woman who
became a pilot,” say the organizers of the
Centennial of Women Pilots. Women
who want to participate in the record
attempt must pre-register at the

group's Web site.
