With your club dues we are able to
stay in good standing with EAA National and
also fund our chapter activities. Last year our
renewal with EAA National was $520. With
dues at $15, it requires 35 member’s renewals
just to cover this expense. Also every year we,
along with donations and income from fund
raisers (primarily Family Fun Day), help
sponsor 3 or 4 youths to attend the Air
Academy at Oshkosh.
